Economic approaches 

Å Commodity prices at different market levels, supply 

and demand relations 

Å The supply side 
Å Production/ distribution/ seizures/ wholesale prices/ purity/ ease of 

entry/ costs and profits (UNODC) 

Å The demand side 
Å No. of users/ frequency of use/ intensity of use/ retail prices/ purity 

and adulterants (Cannabis focus due to and access to price data) 

Å Market regulation 
Å Buyers and sellers/ competition/ risk/ market boundaries/regulation  

Å Limitations 
Å Economic rules cannot be applied easily to illicit drug markets 



Ethnographic & qualitative 

approaches 

Å Lived experience, social processes, cultural 

practices (Participant interviews; dealers/police/users)  

Å Markets as fluid and changing ï no one drug market! 

Å Market structures 
Å Hierarchical, network-based, ethnicity, family 

Å Upper, middle and lower level (Research focus) 

Å Open (street), Closed (Pub/club), Social  

Å Market tasks/roles/dynamics 
Å Grower/producer/importer/wholesaler/couriers/runner/user 

Å Violence/technology/street deals 

Å Community interaction - óhostô communities/treatment 

Å Dynamics and law enforcement ï informers/seizures

Å Surveys of self-reported drug use, purchase and 

consumption behaviours 
Å NACD capture/recapture surveys 

Å Drug arrest surveys US ADAM/ Australia DUMA (Garda studies)/ 

Å Online surveys 

Å Wastewater analysis at sewage plants 

Å Limitations: Not regular/ Expensive/ Focus on 

offending populations/ ethical issues with 

wastewater analysis

reduction approaches 
Å The illegal behaviours of users, dealers, 

wholesalers, producers 

Å Studies to describe market characteristics 
Å Violence/ nuisance/conflict 

Å Geographical patterns of retail markets 

Å Police data 

Å Arrests, prosecutions, seizures 

Å Limitations 

Å Most police data not in public domain/ reflects police 

resources, activities and priorities

Summarising the link between 

drugs and crime 

Å Most drug users do not commit crimes other than 
those of possession 

Å There is a link between some forms of illicit drug use 
and crime (Mostly heroin and cocaine).  

Å Most problematic users receive prison sentences for 
drug-related offences rather than drug offences 

Å Most problematic users began criminal career before 
drug use 

Å Drug use speeds up the rate of offending 

Å There is no clear causal link between drug use and 
crime 

Å Links between alcohol and violent crime exist in 
evidence

Å Intimidation and violence 

Å No ï go areas, particularly after dark 

Å Community stigma 

Å Development of gangs 

Å Perpetuation of cycle of violence 

Å Fear of reprisal 

Å Breakdown in community cooperation
